Technical Requirements:

· Web hosting that supports PHP; I’ve not tested this on anything other than variants of PHP 5.

·  cURL: to enable secure posting back of data to PayPal so the order can be verified.
· Pear’s Mail.php: to email customers after their payment has cleared.
· SMTP email account: to send the email.

· Optional Amazon AWS storage account for serving files through the Cloud.
Instruction Manual:

CONFIGURE THE CORE VALUES
File Configuration:

1) $file – this is the path to the file. If it is in the same folder as this script it can be a filename.ext for example album.zip or you can provide an absolute reference like /home/user/public/album.zip
2) $filename – this is the name that is given to the file when the customer comes to download it, this name will pre-propagate the download dialogue box, for example album.zip or Cool-Album.zip – this is only applicable when the file is being served locally, if you serve files from the cloud the default settings you applied when you uploaded will be used.
3) $mime – this is the specific file type for the file you are offering as a download, you can find a comprehensive list of mime types here: http://www.w3schools.com/media/media_mimeref.asp - again this is only applicable when the file is served locally and not through the cloud.
Amazon AWS Storage Configuration – Optional:

4) $aws – this should be true to serve files through an Amazon AWS Storage Bucket. This defaults to false.
5) $bucket – this is the name of the storage bucket you use to host this file at Amazon.
6) $accesskey – this is your Amazon AWS access key.
7) $secretkey – this is your Amazon AWS secret key.
8) $timeout – this is how many seconds a signed AWS link will be valid for.
PayPal Configuration Details:
9) $business – this is your PayPal email address where payments will be sent.
10) $price – this is the price of the item you are selling.
11) $discount – this is an optional value which you can set to show a different price if the user has shown an interest in buying but has been to PayPal then cancelled their order. 
12) $currencycode – this is the Currency Code; your PayPal account must be configured to accept this currency.
13) $symbol – this is the symbol for the currency code above. For example: &euro; &pound; or $
14) $itemname – this is the name of the item for sale as you wish for it to appear on yours and your customers PayPal account histories. It will also appear as the subject on the email the customer is sent.
15) $itemnumber – this can be a simple stock keeping reference or ID number for that product.
16) $returnbutton – this is the text that will be shown on the PayPal site after the user has paid; it forms the text on the button they click to return to your site.
17) $logs – this is the directory where your script will save the data from your orders; this folder will need to be writable by the server by making it chmod 777 or read / write.
18) $install – this is the installation address of your script, for example: http://yourproductsite.com
19) $return – PayPal return address, do not change.
20) $notifyurl – PayPal notification address, do not change.
21) $cancelurl – PayPal cancellation return address.
Email Configuration:
22) $smtp[‘host’] – the host of your outbound mail server, example: ssl://smtp.gmail.com
23) $smtp[‘port’] – the port that mail is sent through, example: 465
24) $smtp [‘auth’] – this will most likely need to be set to true.
25) $smtp[‘username’] – the username you need to send emails on your mail server
26) $smtp[‘password’] – the password you use to send emails on your mail server

27) $smtp[‘from’] – the from address that emails should be sent from

Template Configuration:
28) $index - the main homepage people are to see when they view your product page. You can use **PRICE** **PAYLINK** **PAYLINK** **RETURNBUTTON** and they will be replaced with the correct values.
29) $processing – the page people see when waiting for their order to be processed.
30) $completed – the page that customers actually download their product from. You can use **PRICE** **DOWNLOAD** in and they will be replaced with the correct values.
31) $pending – this is only shown when the payment status is still pending.
32) $cancelled – this is only shown to those who have cancelled an order. You can use **PRICE** **FULLPRICE** **PAYLINK** **PAYLINK** **RETURNBUTTON** to show these values.
33) $fraud – the page that is shown when a currency, price or business email address don’t match or PayPal didn’t verify the order.
34) $emailtemplate – the content of the email that is sent to customers once their payment has been completed. You can use **DOWNLOADLINK** in the plain text email template.

TEST
The way I tested this script, a great number of times, was to set the product price to 0.01 and the currency to USD, that way I could use another PayPal account to run a series of tests.
TESTS TO RUN

1) The Buy Now button takes you to PayPal and shows the right product description, currency and price.

2) The cancel button on PayPal brings you back to your site; and applies any applicable discount.
3) After buying the return to merchant button works as expected and returns you to your download page.
4) That the actual file download works and is only available once the payment notification is processed.
5) That you get the email thanking you for the order and backing up the download link in your inbox.

TROUBLESHOOTING
1) Logs folder not writable  - the logs folder needs to be written to each time a fresh order is confirmed, the script then uses this log to determine if it should release the file to the end user or not. On your FTP client right click this folder then click properties, On Windows make sure that under attributes the box next to ‘read only’ has not been ticked, on Linux click permissions then set the permission to 777. It is best for your security to have this folder outside a public folder or protected by a password. 
2) Unable to download file – please make sure that the $file value in the configuration is correct and ensure that the file has been uploaded, it is best to use absolute references to the path of the file as to ensure the script can always find it.

3) Unable to send emails 1) Pear – please ensure that you have Pear’s Mail.php installed on your server, this is required to send the emails. Please contact your web host if you are unsure about this or if you’re brave visit http://pear.php.net/package/Mail 
4) Unable to send emails 2) SMTP – please ensure that you have entered the correct details for your SMTP username, password, port and host. Your email provider will be able to assist you with these details.
